Diesel heater make: Webasto

Boiler


In Stainless, heated by the internal cooling system of the engine and by means of shore 
power 220 Volts.

Electrical System


1 pc Service battery 180 Ah, renewed in October 2009.


1 pc Engine battery 90 Ah, maintenance free, abt. 3 years old.


These batteries are fully separated from each other, but can be linked together by means of 
heavy duty hand operated switches.


A Mastervolt Smart Regulator system looks after a quick and full charge of both batteries.


An inverter 12 Volts to 220 Volts is on board, 300 Watt, sufficient to run a drilling machine.


Make: Victron 
Type: Atlas.

Water.


2 tanks stainless, capacity abt. 300 ltrs each.

Watermaker : HRO System 9 with magnetic clutch, pump driven by the main engine by means of V-belts.


Production:  70 ltrs per hour.


The High Pressure pump has been overhauled 2 years ago.


Then also a new membrane has been fitted.


Several spare parts are on board.

Diesel

2 Stainless diesel tanks, the biggest with 300 ltrs and the smallest with abt 100 ltrs capacity.

Engine.


Mercedes OM 636  42 Hp with intercooling and a Hürth mechanical gearbox


(abt. 3 years old)

This engine has been overhauled recently and the fuel pump readjusted.


Spare parts.


Quite a number of spare motor parts are on board, packed in a plastic box.


It contains gaskets, impellers, a thermostat etc.


Further: spare seawater pump and alternator.

Bilge/deckwash pump


This pump is driven by the engine by means of a V-belt


A brand new spare pump is on board.


The capacity of this pump is 120 ltrs/minute.


A manually operated Henderson bilge pump is located in the cockpit.

Fridge


A heavily insulated top loader fridge is cooled by a Danfoss condenser (5 years old)


About 45 minutes of cooling is sufficient for 24 hours, even in the Summer.


There is space for a 2nd fridge or freezer.

Ships Accommodation/Layout


The ship's layout is rather classical, with a Front cabin with its own Toilet/Shower.

The Main cabin with an L shaped Bunk on Port side and a straight bunk a Starboard side.


Both bunks can be used as berths.


A folding table stands in the middle.


Further aft is the kitchen on Port side and the navigation corner on Starboard.


Aft of the navigation corner is the passage to the aft cabin.


The passage has a Pilot berth.


The aft cabin has its own bathroom with toilet and sink.


A door leads to the tool store/workshop.

Particulars.


Front cabin


Has space for books and magazines.


Under both berths are sails when not used.


Opposite the forward toilet is a cupboard/wardrobe to hang and lay cloths.


Underneath is a locker for charts, safety belts etc.


Main cabin


On both sides there is much space for larger books, Pilots and such, and a safe on SB.


Under the seats are lockers for food, spares etc.


The seat cushions have been renewed 2 years ago, together with new fabric (dark blue)


Kitchen


U-shaped with 2 sinks and 2 burner cooker, with oven.


The kitchen has much space for pots and pans, plates etc.

Navigation corner.

It has a fair size chart table with inside space for charts in use for the voyage.


The batteries are located under the seat.


Passage


At the SB side of the passage there a Pilot berth.


Under the Pilot berth there is much space for spare parts, bedding etc.


In the side of the berth there is space for books etc.


Under the floorboards there is space for shore leads etc.


Aft cabin accommodation


Just on SB there is a cupboard for cloths etc. underneath store space.


In the sides of the berths is space for books etc.


Underneath the berths is much space for tools etc.


The mattresses of both berths have been renewed 3 years ago with fresh foam and new 
fabric.


Store space/workshop.


A door in the forward bulkhead of the aft toilet gives access to this space.


Underneath the floorboards there is space for spare water-locks, sheets etc.


Tools and spares are stored in lockers or on large shelves.


Cockpit

All sails, anchor winch and electric furling of the Genoa can be manually operated from the cockpit.

Accessibility of the Engine room

The Engine room can be reached via the store space/workshop by means of a removable hatch, and from the pass through on PS and the floor of the cockpit can be opened.


This way you have all the space and the daylight to work in.

Floorboards


The floorboards are made out of 20 mm marine ply with 6 mil teak wood on top.


The seams between the battens are sealed with Sikaflex.


It is a very solid and nice looking floor.

Interior lining.

Almost the whole interior has been lined with mahogany ply wooden lining, varnished with high gloss varnish. The lining is removable.

Though the ship has not been shipyard completed, the woodwork is professionally made.
